• Council’s strategic focus areas. 

 
"Each year, the annual report provides the residents of Parksville with an overview of City services and operations as 
well as achievements," said Mayor Marc Lefebvre. "We hope residents will review the 2015 annual report and 
Council looks forward to receiving comments." 
 
Under the provisions of the Community Charter, the annual report is available for public inspection at least 14 days 
prior to Council considering the report. Those wishing comments or questions conveyed to Council about the annual 
report in advance of the July 18 meeting should provide them before 4 pm on July 15. Residents may comment at the 
July 18 Council meeting, by email to communications@parksville.ca or through the contact form on the City’s 
website.
